RAINFALL: 
Some monthly precipitation values were obtained from monthly archived observed precipitation data provided by the NOAA National Weather Service - Advanced Hydrologic Prediction Service (http://water.weather.gov/precip/download.php). The precipitation data are quality-controlled, multi–sensor (radar and rain gauge) precipitation estimates obtained from National Weather Service (NWS) River Forecast Centers (RFCs). Monthly precipitation data was converted to raster format and raster data extracted to trial locations (gps coordinates) using ArcGIS 10.1 (Redlands, Ca).
