2017 Llano County Junior Livestock Show

General Rules
1. Only bonafide 4-H, FFA, FCCLA members under the supervision of the Llano County Extension agents, Llano Ag Science teachers, or FCCLA teachers may be exhibitors in this show.  Exhibitors must be six (6) years old and in the 1st grade through 12th grade and not over twenty (20) years old on the date of the show.  

2. Exhibitors must be a resident of Llano County or enrolled in Llano Public School, private school, or homeschooled, and in any case, must be enrolled in secondary school or lower.

3. To be eligible to show in the Llano County Junior Livestock Show, exhibitors will be required to be a member of the Llano County Junior Livestock Show Association.  Dues are $10.00 for an individual or $20.00 for a family.

4. Exhibition must be shown by qualified exhibitors.  Owners must show and sell their own exhibits unless prior written approval has been granted for substitution by or from the Superintendent of the Show.  Failure to comply will result in forfeiture of premium monies.  Anyone who shows an exhibition or exhibit must be eligible to participate in school extra-curricular activities.

IMPORTANT:  The eligibility rule for the Llano County Junior Livestock Show exhibitors and contestants suspended under Texas Education Code 33.081 “No Pass, No Play” are ineligible to participate in any Llano County Junior Livestock Show activity, event, or competition.  Any animal owned by an ineligible exhibitor is ineligible for competition.  All 4-H, FFA, exhibitors are considered to be eligible by the Llano County Junior Livestock Show Association to participate in the Junior Livestock Show at the time entries are received by the AST/CEA.  Any AST/CEA who has a member in his/her 4-H or FFA program who becomes ineligible to participate in the Junior Livestock Show according to the Texas Education Code will be ineligible to show.

5. There will be no animals floored.

6. Any livestock or poultry showing evidence of disease, injury, or considered an “unruly animal” will be removed from the show at the discretion of the Superintendent of that division.

7. It is the sole responsibility of the exhibitor to bring out the animal or animals when the class is called.  No complaint or protest on the grounds that an entry was overlooked will be considered.

8. The Stock Show Association will in no case be responsible for any loss, injury, or damage that may occur during the duration of the show.

9. Animals will not be allowed in the barn at the John L. Kuykendall Event Center before noon on Thursday.  

10. All livestock must be removed from the show grounds at the conclusion of the cattle show on Friday.

11. Entry forms will be due each year on the 1st business day of December.  This year, entry forms, along with the entry fee ($10.00 per entry) and social security number, must be postmarked or received by 12-01-2016 in order for the entry to be valid.  Entries submitted or postmarked 12-02-2016 thru 12-15-2016 are $100.00 per entry.  After 12-15-2016 no entries will be accepted.

12. Any animal which is left at the show is the responsibility of the exhibitor.
13. Only CEA, AST, immediate family, other 4-H or FFA members or leaders from the County 4-H Clubs or FFA Chapters from which the animals are entered, may fit or groom an entry for the show.  Non-compliance will result in disqualification from the show.

14. If any exhibitor, in any way, whether in person or by agent, or servant, interferes with the judges or classifiers during their adjudication, or shows any disrespect to them, or the show, the Association may demand a proper apology from the exhibitor or agent, may exclude the exhibitor from competition, and may also withhold any prizes that may be or has been awarded.

15. Declaration of ownership at time of weighing will be final.

16. NO pens or stalls may be reserved prior to arrival of the livestock.

17. No heat lamps will be allowed.

18. Thank you notes must be brought to the Extension office for 4-H members or to their FFA/FCCLA teacher by the 1st business day of April, 2017 and checks deposited by the 1st business day of June, 2017 or they become the property of the Llano Junior Livestock Show Association.

19. All classes will be broken at the discretion of the Superintendent.

Steer Rules
1. Each exhibitor is entitled to enter a maximum of 3 market steers.

2. All steers must have been owned and fed by the exhibitor prior to July 1st of the year preceding the show.

3. Steers will be broken by breed classification and weight with a maximum of 7 per class.  There is a minimum weight of 900 pounds.

4. A committee consisting of the show Superintendent, the county Extension agent, and ag/science teacher have final say for classification.

5. No adhesives allowed.

Heifer Rules

1. Each exhibitor is entitled to enter a maximum of 3 heifers.

2. All exhibitors of animals in breeding classes must present registration papers to department Superintendent at check-in to be eligible to show.  Heifers with incorrect registration papers or tattoo/identification problems will be sifted.

3. Registration papers must be in the name of the exhibitor as shown on the entry card as of November 1st of the previous year.

4. Heifers must be born between September 1, 2014 and May 31, 2016.

5. Heifer classes will be broken by breed classification and age.

6. No adhesives allowed.

Hog Rules

1. Each exhibitor is entitled to enter a maximum of 3 market hogs (includes gilts and barrows).

2. All market hogs must have been owned and fed by exhibitors prior to November 30th of the year preceding the show.  Market classes will consist of Hampshire, Duroc, Crossbreds, Yorks, and Other Purebreds.  Any breed having up to 10 entries will be shown in one class;  between 11-20 there will be 2 classes; between 21-30 there will be 3 classes; between 31-40 there will be 4 classes; and 41-50 there will be 5 classes; etc.  All market hogs must weigh from 150 to 270 pounds.

3. There will be a classifier who will have final say.
4. No oil, paint, powder, or other dressing will be permitted on hogs in the show ring.  Only water will be permitted.  No hogs will be clipped or butched on show premises.  Hogs will be allowed to show that have been clipped or butched.  Violation of this rule will result in the exhibitor being barred from the show and premium sale.

5. Hogs will not be paint branded.  The exhibitor will wear a number for each individual pig that they show.

Lamb Rules
1. Each exhibitor is entitled to enter a maximum of 4 market lambs (no more than 2 per breed).

2. All market lambs must have been owned and fed by the exhibitor prior to November 10th of the year preceding the show.  Southdowns  and Dorpers must weigh a minimum of 75 pounds and all others a minimum of 90 pounds.

3. An official classification committee will be present at the weighing and sifting of the market lambs.  The decision of the classification committee is final.

4. No oil, paint, powder, or other dressing will be permitted on sheep.  Only water will be permitted.

5. All market lambs will be shorn during the first week of December 2016.  Lambs must not be shorn after the designated date in December to be eligible to show in the county show.

6. In order to be eligible to compete in their respective classes, lambs must be carrying all milk teeth at the time of weigh-in with no evidence of tampering.  Lambs showing either or both of the first pair of permanent incisors will not be eligible to show in any of the lamb classes.

7. ►New Rule:  Dorper Show division will be added for 2017 show.

Meat Goat Rules
1. Each exhibitor is entitled to enter a maximum of 3 meat goats.

2. Ownership deadline is November 10th of the year preceding the show.  Any breed or crossbred doe or wether may be shown.

3. All goats must have horns tipped prior to arrival at show.

4. Goats must be shorn slick (uniform length no more that 7/16”), with no indication of blocking, to the skin above the knee and hock joints to include the head, excluding the tail switch, before arrival on the grounds.

5. Goats must weigh between 60-135 pounds.  Classes will be broken by weight on the following schedule:  up to 10 head 1 class; between 11-20 there will be 2 classes; between 21-30 there will be 3 classes; between 31-40 there will be 4 classes; 41-50 there will be 5 classes; etc.

6. In order to be eligible to compete in their respective classes, goats must be carrying all milk teeth at the time of weigh-in with no evidence of tampering.  Goats showing either or both of the first pair of permanent incisors will not be eligible to show in any of the goat classes.

7. Goat classes will be divided into 3 divisions:  light, medium, and heavy weight.  A Champion and Reserve Champion will be selected from each division, with these 3 division champions and 3 reserve division champions earning the right to compete for overall Grand and Reserve Grand Champion goat of the show.

8. The meat goat Superintendent and associates have the right to accept or reject any entry.

Rabbit Rules
1. An entry will be a meat pen consisting of 3 fryers.  Each exhibitor is limited to 2 pens of 3 plus 1 single.  Singles may not be exhibited as part of the pen(s).

2. Weight limits per animal shall be 3 pounds minimum, 5 pounds maximum.  Exhibitor may bring a total of 7 rabbits to the scales, but the 2 pens of 3 to be shown must be selected at scales.

3. Rabbits must be in possession by December 1, 2016.

4. A champion single will not be selected.  They will only be placed 1-10.

5. The county Extension agent, ag science teachers, or the show Superintendent must verify ownership.

6. Rabbits must be free from disease and physical defects.

7. There will be no rabbit tattooing.

8. Classes will be set by weight.  No more than 16 pens per class.  Classes will be divided by number of entries and weight (light and heavy weight).  Respective classes will repeat for overall Grand Champion and Reserve Champion.

Broiler Rules
1. Each exhibitor is entitled to enter a maximum of 1 pen of broilers and 1 single broiler.

2. All broiler chicks must be purchased at one time from one source through the Llano FFA or 4-H.

3. No broilers will be processed.

4. A pen will consist of 3 broilers.  Singles may not be exhibited as part of the pen of 3.

5. There will be 3 classes of broilers:  Class 1 will be singles with exhibitors in grades 1-12; Class 2 will be pens with exhibitors in grades 1-5; and Class 3 will be pens with exhibitors in grades 6-12.

6. A champion single will not be selected.  They will only be placed 1-10.

Turkey Rules
1. Each exhibitor is entitled to enter a maximum of 4 turkeys (no more than 2 per class—hens and toms).

2. All turkey chicks must be purchased from one source through the Llano FFA or 4-H.  

Llano County Junior Livestock Show

Art, Craft, and Food Show
General Rules
1. Participants must be members of 4-H, FFA, or FCCLA.

2. Age divisions:


•  Elementary (grades 1—5)


•  Junior High and High School (grades 6—12)

3. Exhibitors must be 6 years old and in the 1st grade through      12th grade and not over 20 years old on the date of the show.

4. To be eligible to show in the Llano County Junior Livestock Show, exhibitors will be required to be a member of the Llano County Junior Livestock show Association.  Dues are $10.00 for an individual or $20 for a family.

5. Youth may enter more than 1 category, but only 1 entry per category is allowed.

6. All entry forms, along with the $5 fee per entry, must be received or postmarked by 12-01-2016.  Entries received or postmarked from 12-02-2016 through 12-15-2016 will be accepted with a late fee of $30 per entry.  No entries will be accepted after 12-15-2016.

7. Awards will be as follows:

•  Ribbons will be awarded to the top 10 places in each age division in each category in each of the 3 sections of the show (art, craft, and food).

•  Prize money will be awarded as follows:  1st place—$10.00; 2nd place—$8.00; and 3rd place $6.00.

•  The following awards will be given:  Grand Champion in each category (art, craft, food) will receive a duffle bag + banner;  Reserve Champion in each category (art, craft, food) will receive a clock + banner.

8. Check in of entries will be as follows:

•  Entries must be checked in between 3:00 p.m. and 4:00 p.m. on Saturday, January 14, 2017 at the John L. Kuykendall Event Center.

9. Judging will be at 4:00 p.m. on Saturday, 01-14-2017 and it will be closed to the public until the decisions of the judges are final.  

10. Items will be open to the public for viewing for 30 minutes after completion of judging on Saturday, 01-14-2017, before the sale of items can begin.

11. Sale of items will  be as follows:

•  Sale of item is optional.  Upon check in of items, exhibitor declares if item is to be sold.

•  Sale of items will begin 30 minutes following completion of judging and will close 30 minutes after the end of the premium sale.

•  Price of item is to be determined by exhibitor.  For each item to be sold, the exhibitor will indicate his/her name and price of item on an envelope, which will be placed with the item during the sale.


•  Envelopes will be available at check in of items.

•  Individuals wishing to purchase items will place check or exact cash in envelope for exhibitor; volunteers for LCJLSA will check out items and hold payment envelopes for exhibitors to pick up.

•  Check-out time for entries will be 30 minutes after the end of the premium sale  on Saturday, 01-14-2017.  LCJLSA is not responsible for items remaining in the exhibit area.  

12. The Champion and Reserve Champion of each division will be placed in the Silent Auction.  Entrants may place a minimum bid on their item and or choose not to sell at all.  To be held in conjunction with the premium sale.  Sale of items to be in a manner of a Silent Auction.

13. IMPORTANT:  The eligibility rule for the Llano County Junior Livestock Show exhibitors and contestants suspended under Texas Education Code 33.081 “No Pass, No Play” are ineligible to participate in any Llano County Junior Livestock Show activity, event, or competition.  Any art, craft, or food item owned  by an ineligible exhibitor is ineligible for competition.  All 4-H, FFA, FCCLA exhibitors are considered to be eligible by the Llano County Junior Livestock Show Association to participate in the Junior Livestock Show at the time entries are received.  Any AST/CEA/FCCLA teacher who has a member in his/her 4-H, FFA, or FCCLA program who become ineligible to participate in the Junior Livestock Show according to the Texas Education Code will be ineligible to show.

14. Llano County Junior Livestock Show Association will NOT be involved in the sale of any Art, Craft, or Food Show items with the exception of the “Silent Auction”.  All other sales will be done by private treaty only.

2. All food must be in a disposable container and covered with plastic wrap, in a plastic bag, or otherwise covered.

3. Products containing perishable ingredients will not be accepted (items which require refrigeration to maintain food safety).  This includes whipped cream, whipped topping, cream cheese frosting, cream pies, chess pies, and meringue.

4. All food items will be tasted by judges.

Sale Rules and Regulations
1. LOCATION OF SALE:  The Llano County Junior Livestock Show Premium Sale will be held at the John L. Kuykendall Event Center on Saturday, 01-14-2017.  The Buyers Mixer will begin at 5:00 p.m. and the Premium Sale will begin at 6:00 p.m.  No animals will be used for the sale.

2. Superintendents in each division and executive officers can act as a sifting committee in case of animals unsuitable for show or sale.

3. Sales will be limited to one item by one boy or girl.  An item will consist of the following:  lamb, pen of broilers, turkey, steer, heifer, market hog, meat goat, pen of rabbits,  

      single rabbit, or single broiler.

4. ►►NEW RULE:  100% will make the Premium Sale.

5. Animals will sell in the following order:


1 = Heifer


6 = Pen of Broilers




2 = Hog


7 = Pen of Rabbits


3 = Meat Goat

8 = Single Broiler


4 = Lamb


9 = Single Rabbit


5 = Steer


10 = Turkey

6. Division champion and reserve division champion heifers will sell in the premium sale with the provision of 3 or more heifers in a division.

7. Exhibitors will be responsible for the sale of their exhibit.  All sale exhibits or items must be accompanied by a qualified exhibitor in the premium sale.

8. Purchasers are required to make checks payable to the Llano Junior Livestock Show Association and turn them in to the treasurer.  

9. Exhibitors will notify the division superintendent of the animals (by their lot numbers) that they wish to sell within 30 minutes after the completion of the respective shows or the animal with the lowest sale lot number will be assigned.

10. Exhibitors must provide thank you cards to buyers.  These cards must be brought to the Extension office for 4-H  members or to their FFA/FCCLA teacher by the                           deadline of the 1st business day of April, 2017 or they become the property of the Llano Junior Livestock Show Association.  Thank you cards must be verified prior to receiving the premium show check.

11. No animals will be resold at the 2017 Llano County Junior Livestock Show.

12. This auction is a premium donation only.  Ownership of livestock and poultry does not change hands.

13.  Llano County Junior Livestock Show Association will NOT be involved in the sale of 

       any art, craft, or food show items with the exception of the “Silent Auction”.  All

       other sales will be done by private treaty only.
