Landivar has led the work on the mode of action and uses of plant growth regulators, 
development of remote sensing systems for research and precision management, 
development of unmanned aerial system-based platforms for high throughput phenotyping.ò 

ñDr. Borlaug has always been a role model, not only as a professional, although he was an 
agronomist, but also as a person,ò Landivar said. ñHe was always a humanitarian and always 
thinking about how to help mankind. He made me feel proud to be an agronomist, and that is 
the meaning of this award to me. To receive this in honor of one of my heroes made it very
