Compared to last week; all feeder steers and heifers price averages on the lighter weight classes
ended from $3 to $5 lower while the heavier classes finished from 51 to $3 higher.
Slaughter cows showed to be fully $3 stronger while the slaughter bulls backed off around 53
Demand continues to remain decent on all classes with brisk activity on buyer bidding.
Again the board continues it free fall as May feeder contracts have lost over §15 cwt in the past 3
weeks. The Chinese trade talks have stalled out as both sides have instigated new tariffs in the
continuing trade war. Board inconsistency is causing some traders to take a watch and see approach.
