It is once again time to plan for the 2016-2017 State 4-H/FFA Livestock Validation. A date has been set for the State Validations. If you purchased validation tag(s) for steers, lamb/goat (State Fair) or a heifer UIN number, the validation will be on Monday, June 27, 2016 from 7am until 10am, located at the Waller Ag Barn behind Waller High School; 20950 Fields Store Road, Waller, TX 77484. Animals, youths, and parents are expected to be present.  There will be paperwork which will need to be filled out when validating animals. Validation is a proof of ownership as required by all major livestock shows in Texas. It does NOT automatically enter exhibitors in a major livestock show or county show.  All heifers MUST be in the exhibitor’s name by June 30, 2016.  We are asking you to please scan a color copy and email the registration papers to the extension office or bring in your registration papers so we can scan a copy prior to validation. TLBA tags must be in the lamb’s ears before it can be marked on the validation form. If you have any questions please contact the Waller County Extension Office or your Agriculture Science Teacher(s).  There will be another validation and tag order deadline for lamb/goats and heifers in the fall for the spring major shows.
