A record book consists of information that a 4-H member records over the course of a 4-H year that documents his/her goals, knowledge, and skills gained, leadership experiences, awards earned, and service in his/her community.  Those experiences are recorded into forms, narratives, and a story written by the 4-H member.  The information is printed, bound in a cover, and typically submitted for evaluation.  A Blue Ribbon is top quality record book even if it does not make one of the top three places.

Waller County 4-H is proud to acknowledge of the 21 record books turned in for county judging; 16 moved on to district where two Waller County Senior books placed first and qualified for State Competition.  Contest results for our county are as follows:

We are happy to announce that John Philip Jones Recordbook placed 1st in the Natural Resource Category.  The Texas 4-H Leadership Conference, also known as ‘The Record Book Trip’ is a recognition event for senior level 4-H members (grades 9-12) who have placed first at the state level in one of the 29 4-H Record Book categories.  Eulalia Haddox also competed at State and was awarded 11th place in the Agricultural Science Category.
