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15. The only tags goats may have in their ears are State Validation, Federal Scrapie tags, and Texas Goat 
Breeders’ Association.  All others must be removed. 
 
16. Goats may be washed after arrival 
 
17. No external parasites will be allowed.  If a goat is found to have external parasites, it will be disqualified. 
 
18. Exhibitors are responsible for confining and keeping their animals in the assigned pens.  The San Angelo 
Stock Show and Rodeo Association will not be held responsible for any animals getting out of the assigned 
pens.  No panels will be available. 
 
19. The Junior Market Goat show is a terminal show.  All entries arriving at the show must be sold 
(including sifted, non-placing, and ribbon winning market goats).  In the event the San Angelo Stock Show is 
unable to obtain an adequate packer bid, the animals will remain in the possession of the exhibitor and 
must be removed from the fairgrounds according to the release time established by the show. 
 
20. All animals that qualify for the sale must sell in the Premium Sale and will not receive any additional 
premium monies. 
 
21. The following premium schedule has been established and will be provided for places 5-8 in each 
weight class. 
 
22. Health papers are not required. 
 
23. All 1st and 2nd place exhibitors are required to attend the premium sale. 3rd and 4th place exhibitors do 
NOT attend the sale, but are eligible for add-on money. All 1st and 2nd place exhibitors are required to 
attend the sale, Saturday, April 15, unless a substitute exhibitor exception is granted by show management. 
Any exhibitor not in attendance and that does not have an approved substitute exhibitor will forfeit 
premium sale monies. 
 
24. Goat exhibitors placing 5th- 10th that have a valid Texas Goat Breeders Association Tag (TGBA), will 
receive $1,000 incentive from the TGBA. The tag MUST be in the animal’s ear and recorded on official 
validation paperwork BEFORE the validation deadline. The TGBA tag must be in the goat’s ear during check 
in and throughout the show. Goats that do not have TGBA ear tag will still be able to exhibit in the 2023 
market show. Animals receiving the TGBA incentive will not receive any floor monies.  
 
To be eligible to exhibit in the 2024 show and beyond, a goat MUST be bred by a member of the Texas Goat 
Breeder’s Association, must have an official TGBA tag belonging to the breeder of the goat in its ear, and 
must have been properly recorded in the Texas Validation system. Tags are to be obtained from the 
breeder of the goat. The tag must be in the animal’s ear and recorded on official validation paperwork 
BEFORE the validation deadline. The TBGA tag must be in the goat’s ear during check in and throughout the 
show. Goats that are not bred by a member of the TGBA and properly validated through Texas Livestock 
Validation will be ineligible to show and will go straight to the truck in 2024.

3. Each exhibitor may enter the Cattle Futurity once, and may select which wave they wish to participate.
Though a qualified heifer entry is required and must be shown, the heifer itself will not be used in the contest.

4. The top four overall individuals in each age division in each wave will receive prize money which will be
jackpotted from entries fees for each wave. Premium checks will be mailed to the supervising agent/instructor
following the show.

5. The top high individual in each age division from each wave will receive a belt buckle.

6. The top four placings within each event, for each age division in each wave will receive a ribbon.

7. If tie scores occur, the tie will be broken by using sales talk, then reasons score, showmanship, and judging.

8. Cattle Futurity point systems is as follows:
A. Showmanship 50 points possible 
B. Judging of two cattle classes 50 points possible
C. Reasons for one judging class 50 points possible
D. Sales talk by exhibitor 50 points possible 

9. Showmanship will be judged as a special class and points will be awarded to each contestant.  Primary
considerations will be presentation of the animal and show it to best advantage.

10. The sales talk is limited to four minutes, with an additional two minutes allowed for questions from the
judge(s). The sales talk can cover any aspect of the breeding cattle stock business, which may include but not
limited to embryos, semen, bull development, heifer development, etc. Participants are allowed to turn in a
folder or flier type information with their talk.

11. In order to speed the event up, each age division will start at a different component of the event and rotate
throughout.
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12. The two judging classes may consist both of heifers, bulls, or one of each. The contest and reasons will follow
4-H and FFA contest rules. Classes will be changed for the two waves.

13. Each exhibitor/participant must have a heifer that conforms to the rules and regulations of their respective
breed and the San Angelo Stock Show and Rodeo Association. The Junior Cattle Futurity section of the Junior
Heifer Entry form must be completed.

14. Any participant in the Junior Cattle Futurity found to be ineligible due to not exhibiting a heifer will forfeit
any premiums, ribbons, and/or any other prizes awarded.

15. Awards will be given at completion of the contest.

4. Health papers along with other testing will be required, as some of these animals have potential to be
leaving the state.

9. Sale: Approximately 60 gilts will be eligible to sell in the Junior Stars Gilt Sale.  All gilts selected to the
sale must sell- no exceptions. Sale order will be determined by the sale committee and judge(s). There is
no limit to the number of head an exhibitor may sell.  All gilts will sell as is, the show management makes
no guarantees.  A 15% commission will be collected on each gilt in the sale to assist in marketing expenses
for the event. Please review the Select Gilt Sale rules page.

10. Non-Sale Gilts: Gilts that are not selected for the Junior Stars Select Gilt Sale will be released and
considered “take-home.” All non-sale gilts must leave the facility one hour after the selection of Supreme
and Reserve Supreme Champion Gilt. Stock Show releases will be required and may be obtained from the
show superintendents or designated personnel.

11. Incentives:  Each breed champion in the Pedigreed Division and each of the two (2) major division
winners in the Non-Pedigreed Division will receive a $500 incentive. Each reserve breed champion in the
Pedigreed Division and each of the two (2) major division reserve champions in the Non-Pedigreed Division
will receive a $250 incentive.

12. Exhibitors are eligible to receive multiple incentives. Exhibitors must be present and exhibiting their
animal to receive the incentives.

13. Exhibitors of non-pedigreed animals will be required to complete a pedigree form listing the sire and
sire of dam at time of check-in.

14. Pens will be assigned at the staging lot. In order to pen together you must arrive together. Please haul
with your club or chapter.

An exhibitor will not
be limited to the number of gilts that may enter the show or qualify for the sale.

2. All pedigreed animals will be required to have their original registration certificates from the appropriate
breed registry. Animals must be registered in the herd book of their association in the name of the junior
owner on or before December 1, the year preceding the show.

3. Please review Animal Health Regulations for the 2023 Stock Show for complete requirements for all gilts
exhibited in the 2023 Show. These requirements should cover all main health regulations of a gilt
purchased and taken to another state, however, it is the purchaser’s responsibility to understand all
requirements for entrance to their state and meet any additional requirements that may not be covered.

2023 ANIMAL HEALTH REGULATIONS 
BREEDING GILTS 

1. All certificates must be issued on or after January 14, 2023, with the following information:
A. Leptospirosis vaccination is required on breeding swine within 30 days prior to date of the

sale (on or after January 14, 2023) with vaccine containing the following strains: Canicola,
Hardjo, Icterohaemorrhagiae, Grippotyphosa, and Pomona.  Vaccination date must appear
on the health certificate.
B. A statement must appear that says the animal has not been fed garbage, has not been

exposed to hog cholera or pseudorabies, does not originate from a quarantined herd,
nor has the herd of origin had PRV within the last six months, nor have the entries
themselves been vaccinated for PRV.

C. Gilt identification must be included on health certificate in form of validation number
and ear notches.

D. All gilts must have tested negative for Brucellosis and Pseudorabies. Blood test must
have been conducted 30 days prior to the show date. Results should be listed on
health certificate.
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*All health certificates left in possession of show management at the conclusion of all Gilt Shows
will be disposed of. Exhibitors must pick up health certificate in Livestock Office before leaving the
fairgrounds.*

4. The Junior Stars Gilt Sale is open to all buyers and buyer registration will begin at 5:00 p.m. in the Sale
Pavilion.  All animals must be paid for in full before released to the buyer. There will be a $50.00 service
charge on all returned checks. Payment may be made by cash, check or credit card.

5. The San Angelo Stock Show & Rodeo Association will charge a 15% sales.  Animals may be bought back in
the sale by the exhibitor; however, the 15% sales commission will still be applied to the sale price.

6. The seller will be responsible for expenses incurred to change ownership of registered gilts. Fees
associated with ownership changes will be deducted from the seller’s check after commission is taken out.

7. The sale will begin with the Supreme Champion Gilt, followed by the Reserve Supreme Champion Gilt,
followed by the remaining of the top five overall gilts,  then the sale order will be determined the by the
sale committee chairmen and judge(s).

8. Sale order will be selected immediately following the selection of the Supreme and Reserve Supreme
Champion Gilt.

9. Sale checks will not be awarded to exhibitors until all DNA results are verified. In the event that the
results prove that the animal does not meet the DNA requirements for purebred gilts the buyer will be
notified as to the pedigree status and will be offered the option of refusal. If the buyer refuses the gilt, the
Show will promptly refund the purchase price minus the commission. The exhibitor will be notified and
must make arrangements to secure the gilt, it will be the responsibility of the exhibitor to refund the
commission cost to the buyer.

10. There must be someone present to care for the animal as well as walk the animal through the show
ring.

2. An exhibitor may initially start with as many as four registered or commercial Finewool ewe lambs, but is
allowed to show only one pair of ewe lambs.  Ewe lambs must be in possession of, fed, and cared for by the
exhibitor.  Ewe lambs must be halter broke.  Health papers are required; please check Animal Health
Regulations for complete details.

3. Ewe lambs must be sheared and validated on or after October 20, 2022.  Each ewe lamb must be
identified with a numbered tag.

4. Fall or spring born ewe lambs may be shown.

5. For purposes of records and record form, October 20, 2022 will be considered the beginning date of the
Ewe Lamb Futurity project.

6. Each ewe lamb must be weighed at the beginning (October 20, 2022 – shorn weight) and end (February
19, 2023– unshorn weight) of the project and must gain at least 30 pounds during this period.  One point
for every pound under 30 pounds will be deducted from the score sheets.

7. To enter the grounds for livestock unloading and loading, all trailers will enter the fairgrounds on the
North side at Gate 6 off of Lake View Heroes Drive. There will be two lots indicated for trailer staging. At
the direction of officials, trailers will be allowed to back up to the West Side of the HEB Community Center
for unloading. Once unloaded, vehicles will exit Gate 2, circle back towards Gate 6 to proceed toward the
trailer lot.

8. Exhibitors must weigh their lambs at 5:00 p.m., February 18, and turn in their record forms. At 2:00 p.m.,
February 19 exhibitors must tie their lambs in the arena for judging. Three judges will evaluate ewes in full
fleeces, after which time they will be shorn. Judges will then evaluate fleeces and shorn ewe lambs.

9. Exhibitors will be required to keep records for the duration of the project.  They will also be required to
take a test and judge a class of Finewool ewes and a class of wool fleeces at 2:00 p.m. on Saturday,
February 18, to determine their knowledge of general sheep production.  Record forms, and a study guide
and study questions should be picked up at your County Extension office or the Stock Show office by the
initiation date of October 20th.

Rules.

2. Each entry form must show the full name, address, and social security number of the exhibitor, the name
of the breed and number of head entered.  It will not be necessary to give the name of the animal, registry
number or name of sire and dam until the certificate of registry is presented to the superintendent.
Certificates of registry must be furnished to the superintendent before the animals enter the ring.
Affidavits in lieu of registration certificates will not be accepted.

3. All breeding sheep must be registered in the exhibitor’s name in the Flock Books of their respective
breeds, and bear such identification as that association requires, by October 1, 2022.

All Junior Breeding Sheep must have a flock tag in the ear that matches the flock tag number listed on the 
registration paper in addition to an official USDA Scrapie tag along with any ear tags required by the Texas 
Sheep Validation Program. Any sheep not having a flock tag matching the flock number on the registration 
paper will be disqualified and barred from showing.  

4. To be eligible to exhibit in the 2023 Junior Breeding Sheep Show, all sheep must be validated in the
Texas 4-H and FFA Breeding Sheep Validation Program.  Hair follicle samples will be collected from all Breed
Champions and all Reserve Champions, and a DNA analysis will be conducted on each of these hair follicle
samples. The Junior Breeding Sheep Show committee may also collect hair follicle samples from any other
entry for the purpose of conducting a DNA analysis.  Any sheep not having a positive match from the DNA
analysis of the hair follicle samples, compared to the DNA analysis of the hair follicle sample taken from it
at the time of enrollment in the validation program, will be disqualified.  Nose prints will also be taken on
all sheep at validation and those prints may be verified at the show.  All breeding sheep may be family
validated in individual exhibitors’ names, however no partnerships are allowed. Please review State
Validation rules for more information.

5. The breeder of an animal is the owner of the dam at the time of service.  If an exhibitor showing sheep in
the registered class is such a breeder, his or her lamb must be registered in the exhibitor’s name by
October 1, of the year preceding the show.
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6. If an exhibitor is showing a sheep in the registered classes that is a gift from a breeder, the transfer
certificate must be dated on Association records on or before October 1, of the year preceding the show.

7. Classes are provided for lambs, two-tooth, and four-to-six tooth sheep.  Sheep in the Lamb Classes must
retain all lamb teeth and be at least 6 months of age.  Sheep which have dropped one or more milk teeth,
or show one or both teeth of the permanent pair of incisors, are eligible only in the Two-Tooth Classes.
Sheep showing the first two pair or three pair of permanent incisors are eligible to show in the four to six-
tooth classes only.  In order to be able to move an entry up, you must fill the lamb class first.

8. Entries in the Other Registered Breed Division may include any registered sheep from a recognized breed
registry.

9. Each junior exhibitor is entitled to enter two animals per single class and only one group in each group
class.

10. The judge making awards must have the clerk record the ear tag number of each animal awarded a
prize.

11. Only first place winners shall compete for champion animal.  The second place winner in the class from
which the champion animal was selected will compete for reserve champion animal.

12. Pen assignments will be made by the pen stewards at time of arrival.  One pen will be assigned per two
entries.

13. The same sheep MAY compete in both Junior and Open Shows.

14. Livestock exhibitors will be allowed to display signs over exhibits advertising their own herds.  This is
only allowed in livestock barns.

15. All sheep entered in the Junior Rambouillet Show must be shorn on or after October 20th of the year
preceding the show.  No boots.  Fleece length must be uniform over body.

16. In the Other Registered Breed division, sheep may be shorn as desired by the exhibitor, or per breed
registry requirements. Other stock shows may have different requirements, so if you are planning to attend
and show at any other shows to know their specific rules for your breed.

17. Southdowns, Hampshires, Dorpers, and White Dorpers should be slick shorn within seven days prior to
the show.

18. Dorpers and White Dorpers will show separately.

19. The exhibitor of the Grand Champion Rambouillet Ewe, Delaine Ewe, Hampshire Ewe, Dorper Ewe,
White Dorper Ewe, and Other Registered Breeds Ewe will receive a $500.00 incentive.  The exhibitor of the
Reserve Grand Champion Rambouillet Ewe, Delaine Ewe, Hampshire Ewe, Dorper Ewe, White Dorper Ewe,
and Other Medium Wool Breed Ewe will receive a $250.00 incentive. Incentive recipients may enter future
shows and may receive another incentive.  Exhibitors must be present to be awarded the incentive.
Southdown ewe exhibitors will not be eligible for incentives.

20. One showmanship award will be presented in each breed division.

2. Each entry form must show the full name, address and social security number of the exhibitor, the
number of head entered.  It is not necessary to identify the animals until the registration certificates are
presented to show officials at validation time.  Only the junior exhibitor’s name is allowed on the
registration certificate.  Health papers are required; please check Animal Health Regulations for complete
details.

3. All breeding goats must be registered in the Flock Books of the American Angora Goat Breeders
Association, and bear such identification as that association requires, before entering the ring. Goats not
carrying recognized identification at time of showing will be barred from competition.

4. The breeder of an animal is the owner of the doe at the time of service.  If an exhibitor showing goats in
the registered classes is such a breeder, his or her kid must be registered in the exhibitor’s name by
opening day of show.

5. If an exhibitor is showing a goat in the registered classes that is a gift from some breeder, or if the goat
has been purchased from a breeder, the Transfer Certificate must be made on or before December 1 of the
year preceding the show.  If the goat is recorded direct to the exhibitor, the certificate of Registry must be
dated before December 1 of the year preceding the show.

6. All goats will show by the birth date on American Goat Breeders Association Registration papers.

7. Each exhibitor may show only two (2) Bucks or two (2) Does in each single class.  Certificates of Registry
must be furnished to the Superintendent before animals enter the ring.

8. The judge making awards must have the clerk record ear number, ear tag, or tattoo of all animals
awarded prizes.

9. All Angora Goats must be machine shorn to the skin on or after July 15th of the calendar year preceding
the show. Angora with hair equal to or longer than 8 inches will be disqualified from the show.

10. Foreign material including (but not limited to) painting, powdering, oiling, artificial coloring, or
adhesives is prohibited. First and second place goats may be subject to testing for any substance added to
the fleece. Any fleece testing positive for foreign substance is subject to disqualification, and forfeiting all
prizes.

2. To be eligible to exhibit in the 2023 Junior Texas Stars Wether Doe Show, does must be validated in the
Texas 4-H and FFA Wether Doe Validation Program.  Hair follicle samples will be collected from the first
place doe in each class.  The Junior Texas Stars Wether Doe Show Committee and Show Management may
also collect hair follicle samples from any other doe entry for the purpose of conducting a DNA analysis.
Any doe not having a positive match from the DNA analysis of this hair follicle sample, compared to the
DNA analysis of the hair follicle sample taken from it at the time of enrollment in the validation program,
will be disqualified.

3. All entries must be owned and the bona fide project of a junior exhibitor, regularly enrolled in a Texas 4-
H Club or FFA Chapter, by October 31, of the year preceding the show, and must have been personally fed
and cared for under the supervision of a County Agent or Teacher of Vocational Agriculture.

4. Health papers are not required.

5. There is a limit of three entries per exhibitor.

6. To enter the grounds for livestock unloading and loading, all trailers will enter the fairgrounds on the
North side at Gate 6 off of Lake View Heroes Drive. There will be two lots indicated for trailer staging. At
the direction of officials, trailers will be allowed to pull up to the HEB Livestock Barn for unloading. Once
unloaded, vehicles will exit Gate 2, circle back towards Gate 6 to proceed toward the trailer lot.

7. All does must be taken to the official scales for official weigh in between 3:00 and 5:00 p.m. on the day of
arrival. No weight cards will be turned in.

8. Superintendents will break classes immediately following the weigh-in.  Classes will be broken into 9
weight classes in three divisions.  The number of classes is up to the discretion of the committee and show
officials based on the number of entries. There will be no pre-set weight breaks.

9. The only tags does may have in their ears are state validation, Texas Goat Breeders Association (TGBA), &
scrapie tags.  All others must be removed i.e. breeder tags.

10. Does must weigh a minimum of 50 pounds and there is no maximum.  Only does may be shown. 
 
11. At the time of show, does must not possess more than their first set of yearling teeth. 
 
12. Dehorning of the goats is not suggested, however, horns should be tipped and rounded. Goats with 
horns sharper than deemed safe by the show superintendent or Show Management will be required to be 
tipped or rounded or the animal will be isolated and not shown. Removal of horns on grounds is not 
permitted. No sharp points allowed on horns. 
 
13. Hair may not exceed 1 ¼ inches above the hocks and knees. The hair will be measured at weigh in with 
a ruler. There will be one person measuring each goat at check in, and the Superintendent will verify. The 
exhibitor will not be allowed to make any changes to the animal. NO clipping will be allowed on the 
grounds.  Battery operated clippers will be allowed for touch-ups only. Superintendents and Show 
Management reserve the right to determine what constitutes as a touch-up. 
 
14. Blow & Show ONLY! No painting, adhesives, powdering, or artificial coloring is allowed. 

 
15.  No electrical equipment of any kind is allowed (excluding blowers).  HAY, HEAT LAMPS, ICE PACKS, OR 
PROPANE HEATERS WILL NOT BE ALLOWED IN THE BARNS!!  
 
16. GOATS MAY BE WASHED AFTER ARRIVAL. 
 
17. No external parasites will be allowed.  If a goat is found to have external parasites, it will be disqualified. 
 
18. All division champions and reserve champions will be automatically eligible for the sale. However, a 
division champion or reserve is NOT guaranteed a top 5 Scholarship. 
 
19. The judge will select 15 preliminary sale candidates from each division. Any does selected as 
preliminary candidates must remain at the show and will be called back to determine sale order. A 
preliminary selection is no guarantee the animal will make the sale. 
 
20. The judge will select 25 animals for the sale and any and all animals selected must be sold. There is no 
limit to the number of entries an exhibitor may sell.  
 
21. Scholarships will be awarded pending results of all DNA and Drug Testing results. To be awarded the 
scholarship, DNA tests must confirm a positive match and Drug tests must confirm negative for any and all 
residues. 
 
22. Exhibitors must be present and exhibiting their animal to receive the scholarship. All other rules of the 
San Angelo Stock Show and Rodeo Breeding Livestock Show Scholarships are applicable to contestants in 
this show. 
 
23. A scholarship cap of $12,500 will be enforced per exhibitor for cumulative scholarship earnings in the 
Texas Stars Wether Dam Show.

2. To be eligible to exhibit in the 2023 Junior Boer Goat Show, all goats must be validated in the Texas 4-H
and FFA Boer Breeding Goat Validation Program.  Hair follicle samples will be collected from all Division
Champions and all Reserve Champions, and a DNA analysis will be conducted on each of these hair follicle
samples. The Junior Boer Goat Show committee may also collect hair follicle samples from any other entry
for the purpose of conducting a DNA analysis.  Any boer goat not having a positive match from the DNA
analysis of the hair follicle samples, compared to the DNA analysis of the hair follicle sample taken from it
at the time of enrollment in the validation program, will be disqualified.  All boer goats may be family
validated in individual exhibitors’ names, however no partnerships allowed. Please review State Validation
rules for more information.

3. All goats must be registered in the exhibitors name with the respective flock book of the respective
recognized Boer Goat Association on or before October 1st of the year preceding the show, as well as
purchase, delivery and possession.  The official ownership or transfer date must be considered as the date
recorded (issued). In the event that the date of transfer and ownership date are not consistent on the
Original Registration Certificate, the most recent date will be interpreted as the official date of ownership
for the exhibitor. Please refer to the Texas 4-H and FFA Boer Breeding Goat Validation Guidelines for more
information.

4. The entry must reflect the owner’s name indicated on the registration paper. Goats entered in the
Junior Show must be registered in the junior exhibitor’s name.

SASSRA INCENTIVES:   The San Angelo Stock Show & Rodeo Association awards two incentives to senior 
youth llama exhibitors.  These incentives are based solely on the scoring in the performance classes on a 
weighted point system with high point names Junior Llama Show Champion and runner-up Junior Llama 
Show Reserve Champion. 
      The Champion winner will receive $500 and the Reserve Champion winner will receive $250.  
Incentives will be paid in full to the exhibitor and will be mailed with other premiums. Checks will go out 
approximately Mid-April. These champions will be named during the show on Sunday. 
  
Payout schedule will be as follows:  
Llamas: 1st place will receive $20, 2nd place will receive $15, and 3rd will receive $10. 
Alpacas: Payout will depend upon entries, but will not exceed the payout of the Llama Show.  
 
Pack Classes (Open and Youth):  Animals must be 5 months of age or older.  All exhibitors must provide 
their own saddle and panniers, or training pack as specified by the current ALSA Handbook. 
 
Adult Showmanship:   Adult Showmanship class is open to exhibitors aged 19 and older. (If a youth turns 
19 during their final youth show season, they have the option to continue to show in the Senior 
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Showmanship class, but if the youth shows in an Adult Showmanship class they no longer are eligible to 
complete in youth showmanship class.) 
 
Wool Divisions:   
 Suri Wool:  Suri llamas have a natural balanced, athletic type, which may appear narrower than 
llamas of other fiber types when viewed from the front or rear.  The fleece of a Suri Llama should have a 
natural luster and hang and drape over the llamas body, usually forming a natural part of the spine.  The 
fibers are grouped into very distinct and well-defined locks with many individual separate locks of fiber 
formed at the skin and carrying out to the ends of each lock.  The fleece should be lustrous, the locks 
independent and consistent in size, and the degree of wave or spiral content throughout the neck and 
body.  The fiber is also characterized by absence of crimp and minimal loft. 
 Light Wool:  Minimal body wool, short neck wool with smooth legs.   
 Medium Wool:  Moderate to long body wool, minimal to moderate neck wool, smooth to  
  moderate leg wool.   
 Heavy Wool:  Abundant body and neck wool with minimal to abundant leg wool. (i.e., leg  
  wool at least to knee and hock). 
 
Produce of Dam and Get of Sire Classes:  These classes are entered under the name of the Dam and Sire.  
Registration certificates of the Dam or Sire must be sent with the entry.  If Dam &/or Sire is not present at 
the show, an ALSA fee of $10.00 must be sent with the entry.  There may be more than one entry for a Dam 
or Sire but only the top placing will earn points.   
 -Produce of Dam consists of two offspring by the same dam, each shown in appropriate halter 

classes. 
 -Get of Sire consists of three offspring by the same sire by a least two dams, each shown in 

appropriate class. 
              -Offspring must be designated to show management before these classes or held.  
 
Age Divisions for Animals Entries:  Age determined by the age of the llama on the day they enter the ring 
in halter. 
 Juvenile……5 through 12 months  Two Year Olds…..24 through 36 months
